Weekly update August 25th to 31st

Fall migration monitoring is fully underway this week, with staff banding 69 birds of 26 species.
Diversity of warblers was noteworthy this week, with 12 different species being banded. Highlights
include Sharp-shinned hawk, Philadelphia Vireo and Canada Warbler. However, banding has been
somewhat slow this week with rain in the later part of the week coming in during banding hours and
hanging around all day!

BBO staff have been busy preparing for the
start of owl banding season, starting the evening of
September 1%. Six Northern Saw-whet Owl nets and
one Long-eared Owl net have been set up and staff are
looking forward to banding owls and welcoming
visitors interested in coming by as well! Other tasks
completed during rainy days include data entry and
proofing of banding data from the recently completed
MAPS banding season of this summer.
